The kitchen and the shop continue to open 6 days a week and this is helping the finances. We continue to seek
ways to improve our efficiency and to find other ways to fund our activities. However, as sources of funding become
harder to find and competition for those that are available increases, we face the potential of having to make some
hard decisions.
